Selectmen/Assessor’s Meeting Summary
April 06, 2016

In attendance:  Select Board – Wesley Daniel, Tom Johnston, and Berkley Linscott; CEO – Bob Temple; Town Clerk/Treasurer – Ann Dean; Public:  Kit Lascoutx, Jane Carroll, Lynn Carroll, Phil Meunier

Wesley Daniel called the meeting to order at 7:00PM.

Tom Johnston moved to accept the summary from 3/30/16 as written, Berkley Linscott seconded, all in favor.

Tom Johnston moved to accept the warrants as written $8,722.80/payroll and $6,326.00/vendor Berkley Linscott seconded, all in favor.

Public Works Report – Wesley Daniel reported for 3/27 – 4/2 – 28th washed and cleaned trucks; 29th-31st put surface gravel on Old county and Skidmore Roads.  Berkley Linscott moved to accept the report as read, Tom Johnston seconded, all in favor.

CEO Report – Bob Temple reported that he had no new permits.  We have a very active Planning Board agenda; three items on next week’s agenda.

Town Clerk/Treasurer Report – Ann Dean reported that last Thursday we posted the change in Selectmen’s meeting.  The Special Town Meeting has been posted also.  We did 103 liens yesterday.  Dean Brewer came out today to work with the three of us on the check reconciliation.  In the process we were able to credit town utilities account $1,029.28 and garage utilities account $287.88.   These checks had been voided in December but were carried over as not voided.  Tom Johnston asked why the checks were voided and Ann explained they could have been paid twice.  Ann has Phil Meunier’s Fire Chief appointment paper and will swear him in after the meeting.

Wesley Daniel explained that the Fire Department Board of Directors (6 members 1 absent) voted in Phil Meunier as Fire Chief.  Tom Johnston made a motion to appoint Phil Meunier as Fire Chief, Wesley Daniel seconded, all in favor.  The appointment paper was signed by the Selectmen.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Wesley Daniel stated that per town meeting we should discuss the heat pump/cooling for town office.  Ann Dean had three estimates for the Selectmen.  Berkley Linscott will call Dead River and another company for an estimate on 2 pumps.  When all the information is back the Selectmen will make a decision.  Ann also reminded the Selectmen that the holes in the attic need to be filled in with insulation. Kit Lascoutx asked if this could be tied into a solar grant.  Ann Dean and Tom Johnston explained that we tried a couple of years ago, municipalities cannot get the grant; towns were leasing to buy.

Wesley Daniel stated that during our budget process we were supposed to get a different health plan.  We didn’t have enough time to put the new plan in place.  Tom Johnston will call Debbie Bridges from MMA to come to a meeting to explain Health Trust plans.

Bill Lane brought the grant application for Youngs Hill Road culvert for Wesley Daniel to sign.  Bill will send it in.  

There have been a number of complaints about the town office not having a sign.   Berkley Linscott and Wesley Daniel found the old sign.  Instead of using the old sign, Wesley suggested putting individual letters mounted on the brick ‘town office’ outside.  Ann Dean will contact Reggie Burns to find out who did the lettering for the fire department to get an estimate.  Wesley moved to give the old sign to the Historical Society, Tom seconded, all in favor.

Wesley Daniel presented an agreement for contractors to use posted roads when the State of Maine is doing a project.  Wesley explained that if there is a project and want to use a posted road the contractor will notify us and post bond.  Tom Johnston moved to accept and sign the agreement, Berkley Linscott seconded, all in favor.

Phil Meunier explained the proposals shall be submitted to the Town of Washington Fire Truck bid either by mail or in person to the town office prior to the close of business on May 9, 6:30PM.  The proposals shall be opened by the Board of Selectmen on May 11 at the regular Selectmen’s Meeting and reviewed.  The Town of Washington retains the right to accept or reject any proposal and to negotiate with any bidder to the advantage to the town.   Payment for the chassis will be due within ten days of delivery to the body manufacturer.  The manufacturer shall insure the chassis against any loss from any source with the Town of Washington named as an insured party after the town receives the title or certificate of origin.  Balance of payment for body and equipment shall be due within ten days of acceptance of the apparatus by the Town of Washington.  This process should be complete by the end of the year.  

Phil Meunier explained on-line burning permits can be available through Warden’s Report for free to town residents at a charge to the town of $75.00 per year.  The first six months are free.  These permits are available after 5pm daily (weather permitting) and the fire chief and Knox County are notified who has a permit in case of phone calls.  Wesley Daniel moved to sign up for burning permits through Warden’s Report for $75.00, using funds from the Selectmen’s Discrepancy Account.  Tom Johnston seconded, all in favor.  Permits would still be available through Grinnell’s, Washington Auto, and State website.  Phil will follow through and get information needed to move forward.

Berkley Linscott asked Phil Meunier if Union Fire Department is covering Washington’s day calls.  Phil said no that they provide mutual aid agreement when needed.

Next Tuesday, April 6 – 6PM, Selectmen/Assessor’s Meeting; 7PM Planning Board Public Hearing after the hearing the Planning Board will meet.  

Wesley Daniel proposed an unwritten policy that the Selectmen do not act on anything pertinent if anyone is absent, wait for the full board to be present. 

Questions and Comments

Clayton Lanphier has resigned as ACO.  Wesley Daniel explained what he found out from MMA regarding himself being able to help out as the second ACO.  

All positions needing to be filled for town committees will be posted.  

Special Town Meeting is scheduled for Thursday, April 14, 2016

Wesley Daniel adjourned the meeting at 7:52.
