SELECTMEN and ASSESSORS MEETING SUMMARY
April 1, 2015

In attendance:  Selectmen – Wesley Daniel, Duane Vigue, and Berkley Linscott; Clerk/Treasurer – Ann Dean; CEO – Bob Temple; Public – Dorothy Sainio, Henry Sainio, Andy Thompson, and Roy Garnett

Wes Daniel called the meeting to order at 7pm.  Wes thanked Donald Grinnell for his 15 years of dedicated service and hard work for the town of Washington which he hopes will carry on.  Wes welcomed Berkley Linscott as the new Selectman.  Wes stated that he hopes the board will work together to make this year’s agenda, that was given at the town meeting, work.

Duane Vigue made a motion to accept the March 25, 2015 summary as written, Wes Daniel seconded, all in favor.

Duane Vigue made a motion to accept the payroll warrant for $3,715.67 and the accounts payable warrant for $12,057.18 as written, Berkley Linscott seconded, all is favor.  All selectmen signed the warrants.

Road Foreman’s Report – none.

CEO Report – Bob Temple stated he received an application for solar panels.  Bob made binders with information for the town, Ann Dean, and himself.  The town copy is available for the public to peruse during regular office hours.  Duane asked Bob about the first approach to the Planning Board regarding the solar arrays– the plan was 2843 panels and the applications states over 3000 will be installed.  The talk with the Planning Board was an informational talk only.  Bob had contacted MMA on how to proceed with this request as it has not been dealt with before.  The informational aspect with the Planning Board was considered a pre-application.  The first step is submission of an application to consider that all the information required by the ordinance is there.  The Planning Board will determine if the application is complete or not and may request more information.  Bob sent George Stone a draft Findings of Fact for Site Planning.  Bob will also contact MMA to find out how to proceed if the moratorium is enacted.  

Selectmen reviewed the general ledger, expense and revenue accounts for the first quarter.

Wes stated that a meeting is set up with Marcus Ballou, from MMA Risk Management for 4/10/15 at 8:45 to go over the renewal.  
Wes spoke about the salt bid estimate.  Washington has, in the past, requested to have 800 tons available to them each year (it has not been used and doesn’t have to be purchased).  Wes will check to find out if Warren dropped out of the program because of their new plant that extracts salt from the ocean.   Wes made a motion to request 800 tons of salt to be available to purchase through 2015- 2016, Duane seconded, all in favor.  Wes will take care of the salt bids tomorrow.

Duane made a motion to vote Wesley Daniel as Chairman of the Board for 2015-2016, Berkley seconded.

Public Comments and Questions

Dorothy asked why the repair of the rescue truck for $20,000.  was not mentioned at the Budget Committee Meeting.  She understands the cost was not known at the time but felt it should have been brought to the committees attention.  Wes agreed and apologized for the oversight.  Henry asked why the repair did not go out for bid.  Duane stated that the truck will be fixed by someone, best in the state, known for repairing heavy equipment and machinery.  Henry said the 1st fire truck bought the fire department raised ½ of the money.  Ann explained that the Fire Chief and Deputy Fire Chief are working on a grant to help purchase a new truck.  Dorothy understands that no other town has a rescue truck and wondered why we don’t contract the services of the truck to get reimbursed from other towns.  The surrounding towns have a mutual aide agreement with Washington where no contract is needed.  Wes explained that the other towns pay to fill the air tanks after used in their town. This money goes to the fire association.  Dorothy asked for a report on where the money goes when it comes in, it used to be in the town report years ago.  Duane stated the towns have recently met to discuss Regionalization.

Dorothy asked about the Washington Scholarship Committee by-laws.  She has investigated the process and knows that the by-laws cannot be changed without going to court.  The committee was started with the PTA.  When the PTA disbanded the Selectmen appointed interested persons to the committee.  Dorothy passed a letter around from Henry Mann dated 8/10/1990 explaining the fund and how it should be run.  Dorothy suggested the Selectmen explain this to the current committee members.

Dorothy asked about the James Billings Award.  This award is given for anything, the recipient does not have to be attending school.  There is a chart for a recipient to fill out and the winner is awarded at graduation.  Dorothy would like to see this award given yearly.

Dorothy asked that the Walker Scholarship be explained in the town report.  A student must apply to the school’s financial office not through the town.  Ann will let the committee know to put it in next year’s report.

Ann explained that this information is in the audit financial section of the town report.   Ann gave Andy her copies of this quarter’s expense account report.
