SELECTMEN and ASSESSORS MEETING SUMMARY
April 8, 2015

In attendance:  Selectmen – Wesley Daniel, Duane Vigue, and Berkley Linscott; Clerk/Treasurer – Ann Dean; CEO – Bob Temple; Public – Dorothy Sainio, Henry Sainio, Dave Williams, Kim Linscott, Richard Linscott, Deborah Hill and Cynthia Rosen


Wes called the meeting to order at 7PM.

Duane moved to accept the summary from 4/1/2015 as written, Berkley seconded, all in favor.

Duane moved to accept the warrants as written $5,276.41/payroll and $9,803.24/vender, Berkley seconded, all in favor.  Warrants read, approved, and signed.

Public Works Report – Duane reported that last week they were hauling surface gravel to several dirt roads, repairing trucks and chipping brush.

CEO Report – Bob reported that after the last meeting regarding the panels he contacted MMA and was told the process is being done fairly.  Mitch Garnett had asked Bob to contact MMA to find out what the Planning Board should do with the application.  MMA said to table the application until proper standards are developed.  Bob read a complaint from Roy Garnett regarding a discontinued road on Patrick Mountain.  Bob called CMP and asked them to respond to the complaint in writing.  It was concluded that Bob will speak with Roy, give him a copy of the letter from CMP and relating this is a private road, not a town road which is considered a civil matter.

2015 Knox County Public Works Safety Day will be held on Tuesday, May 12, at the Union Municipal Complex from 8:30am – 3pm.  Wes and the Public Works Department will be attending.  Duane will speak with Jonathan.  

Duane spoke about the bids received regarding installation of a security button for the town office. Duane made a motion that Protec be asked to put a panic button in the town office at a charge of $350.00; monitoring at $288./year,  Berkley seconded, all in favor.

Wes made a motion to close the town office business window at 6:45pm on Wednesdays so the clerk and selectmen’s secretary can prepare for the selectmen meeting, Duane seconded, all in favor.

All Selectmen signed the School Budget Validation Referendum Warrant – voting June 9.

All Selectmen signed the Assessors Return for Knox County Tax.

Duane explained that they are still monitoring sites for a new plow truck; MA has one in particular with a few 2012’ available.  He had spoken to Jay in Union to possibly purchase two trucks at the same time in hopes to save money.  Unfortunately, their time frame is different than ours.  He and Jonathan will work together to find a plow truck.

Duane explained the 2015 paving bids saying they the town will be accepting bids for conventional paving as well as alternative paving methods which may save money.  Wes moved to accept the bid proposal application after a couple of changes are made, to be sent to four companies, Berkley seconded, all in favor.  Duane will request proof of worker’s comp and liability insurance within two weeks of acceptance of bids.  The deadline for bids will be June 2 to be opened at the June 3rd meeting.

Wes started the discussion regarding how to proceed with a committee on the Commercial Solar Energy Ordinance.  Wes suggested the Planning Board along with 5 citizens would make a strong committee.  Duane suggested evening out the committee 7 board members and 7 citizens.  Also, instead of putting this ordinance with the Land Use Ordinance have a separate ordinance for solar/wind power.  It was decided to post the proposal to form a committee for one week.  It will be posted on the website April 10 with deadline of April 21st.  The committee will be chosen at the selectmen’s meeting on April 22.

Public Comments and Questions

Cynthia asked how often the proposed committee would meet and what the commitment would be.  The selectmen explained that the committee would be responsible to decide when to meet and how often.  She also suggested having an odd number of committee members for voting purposes.  The selectmen agreed.

Dorothy thanked the board for the Minnie Weaver Scholarship money.  She did reiterate that though thankful, the Scholarship Committee did not request this money.

Dorothy did more research regarding the Washington Scholarship Committee and found in a town report that any student in his senior year of high school is eligible to apply for this scholarship unless he/she receives financial aide from the Walker Scholarship.  Additional scholarships will be given above the $3000.00 which is the permanent fund.  Dorothy had the bylaws from 2008 and 2015 which were copied.  The committee had emailed Duane a copy to present to the selectmen.  The by-laws should not have been changed.   Dorothy read article 2 of the current bylaws  “Any new members of the scholarship committee shall be selected by current members of the committee.  Upon joining all new members must be sworn into office by the Town Clerk of Washington, Maine.  There are no set term limits for members.  Officers of the committee will be Chairperson, Secretary, and Treasurer.  Officers are chosen by current committee members.”  Dorothy feels the selectmen are voted in to follow the law.  The law is that the committee gave the money to the town so the committee should not be appointing their own members.  Do they really need a treasurer?  The money is distributed through the town.  The selectmen will meet with the scholarship committee.

Dorothy bought a few old town reports, from 1976 copied for the selectmen, to show the selectmen how the fire department had given the towns people a breakdown of where the money is distributed in the town report.

Dorothy gave her assessors report to the selectmen.
