Mitch Garnett called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  

Mitch asked if there would be any discussion on the summary dated September 9, 2014.  Dave Williams made a motion to accept the summary as written, Mitch Garnett seconded, all in favor.

Mitch Garnett explained that the Troy Hatch collision center will be tabled per the request of the applicant.  A letter will be attached to the summary that the collision center wanted to table their application in order to get more information.  If we have time tonight they would like to speak to us.  We will continue with the deliberation of the Nash mineral/gravel extraction.  Dave Williams made a motion to continue, Dave Studer seconded, all in favor.  

Bob explained that Nash submitted a packet which he delivered to each board member.  There are no problems with it.  It has a good reclamation plan which he hadn’t had in a long time.  He stated that we should go through the Findings of Fact under Land Use Ordinance, the Site Plan in the Land Use Ordinance, and the Mining Ordinance.  It needs to be gone through individually.  

Mitch Garnett asked if anyone on the board has a question about procedures or different criteria check list.

Applicant submitted the DOT driveway permit.  A conventional spill kit has been obtained and plan has been submitted with the CES report.  The applicant proposes to have a well that we can monitor which will be inspected each year with the CEO.  The applicant will keep a monthly log and make it available whenever requested (bi-monthly May, June, July).  

Anything proposed by the applicant will be put into the conditions to help the applicant to stay on track without violation.  

Applicant will meet ALL state and federal permits.  If applicant becomes out of compliance with other permits gives the CEO the right to shut down the operation until the applicant is back into compliance with said permit.

The board will go through the Nash, Findings of Facts Order by section and input any information/motions made.

The property is under three districts; Farm and Forest.  The board will make a finding that the application comes under Farm and Forest district and the provisions Section 2D1 permits mineral extraction as a use Planning Board Review;  Rural district which is Section 3D1 permits as a Planning Board Use; and Shoreland Zone which prohibits mineral extraction.  The board should make note that the extraction is only to be done in Farm and Forest and Rural areas NOT where the stream goes through the property.  The proposed development is not in the Shoreland District and was submitted correctly.   Mitch Garnett made a motion that the proposed use is in Farm and Forest and Rural District and is allowed requiring Planning Board Review.  The proposed use is not in the Shoreland District.  Jim Bowers seconded, all in favor.

Jim Bowers made a motion, pending the conditions are revised through the Findings of Fact Order the application will be approved, Mitch Garnett seconded, all in favor.

Mitch made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 9:25pm, Dave Williams seconded, all in favor.
