


Planning Board Meeting Summary
August 12, 2014

In attendance:  Mitch Garnett, Hank Aho, Dave Williams, and Bob Temple

Mitch Garnett called the meeting to order at 7:00pm.  

The April minutes were tabled until a future meeting.  No old business to discuss.  Bob Temple passed out the CEO Report “Town of Washington Land Use Permit Summary 2014”.  Bob stated that he would keep a running list throughout the year.

Motion made by Dave Williams to accept the CEO report and was seconded by Mitch Garnett.  All in favor.

New Business

Troy Hatch and Carmen Brown to construct a 50 foot X 40 foot structure with a 10 foot X 25 foot structure for use as an auto repair and body shop.  The structure and use to be located at 136 Waldoboro Road (Tax Map 7 Lot 56A).

There was some discussion with questions and answers.

Motion made by Dave Williams to accept the application as complete with no technical review needed, seconded by Hank Aho; all in favor.  

A Public Hearing is scheduled for September 9, 2014 at 7PM.  Mitch Garnett asked the applicants to be prepared to present at the Public Hearing and answer any questions that may arise.

Cary and Linda Nash to operate a gravel extraction operation on Razorville Road (Tax Map 6 Lot 22A and Tax Map 11 Lot 5).  This matter was before the Planning Board on September 10, 2013 for a pre-application meeting.

There was some discussion with questions and answers.

Motion made by Hank Aho to accept the application as complete with the exception of DOT permit approving of site distances and entrance, 911 application address approved, and more information on well monitoring, seconded by Dave Williams; all in favor.

A Public Hearing is scheduled for September 9, 2014 at 7:45PM.  Mitch Garnett asked the applicant to be prepared to present at the Public Hearing and answer any questions that may arise.

Bob Temple will send out the public notices to the abutters of each property along with an ad in the newspaper.

Motion made by Mitch Garnett to adjourn the meeting at 8:10PM, seconded by Hank Aho; all in favor.
