The meeting opened at 7: 02 pm.
Present were: Chairman: Norman Casas; Vice-chair/Secretary: Henry Chapman; Member: Lowell Freiman; Alternate: Jim Kearney; CEO Bob Temple. Absent: Member: George Carlezon and Alternate: Mark Durbin.. 
Mr. Casas called the role and said that a quorum was present. He asked Mr. Kearney to sit for Mr. Carlezon. 
The minutes of November 11, 2011
were accepted with all in favor.
Old business
: Mr. Temple said that he had come to give the Board some details about the Nightingale case which was now settled. Mr. Nightingale had paid the penalty imposed on him. He had done the planting of a certain number of trees per square foot, and had spread mulch over the area. Mr. Temple noted that there were a great many seedlings now growing through that mulch and that Mr. Nightingale must maintain them as well. Mr. Temple explained that if one was accused of a violation, one had 30 days in which to appeal it. If that appeal is not made within the thirty days, one waives the right to due process. Mr. Temple had sent letters notifying Mr. Nightingale through regular mail and certified mail. Neither elicited a reply and the case therefore went to court and a penalty was imposed. Discussion followed concerning other cases, some of which did not receive a penalty sufficient to keep the defendant from continuing the violation as it would result in a profit much larger than the penalty. The Board also discussed the newest state regulations governing the building code.
There was no new business.
The meeting adjourned at 7: 15 pm. The next bi-monthly meeting is scheduled for March 10, 2011
